Tasting notes 
This wine reveals a deep, intense colour, illuminated by elegant violet hues. The bouquet is complex and 
refined, opening on ripe blackberry and morello cherry, lifted by a distinctive and noble spiciness. On the 
palate, the wine is generous yet poised, offering remarkable freshness, depth and precision. The texture 
is smooth and enveloping, supported by silky, finely polished tannins. The finish is long, vibrant and 
sophisticated, marked by lingering peppery and spicy notes.A distinguished expression of Malbec, 
combining power, elegance and finesse. 
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
